State vs. activity verbs
State verbs:

=> of mind: admit, agree, assume, believe, consider, doubt, expect,  forget, imagine,     know, mean,  prefer, realise, remember, suppose, think, understand
=> of emotion: care, detest, envy, hate, hope, like, love, prefer, want, wish 

=> of having and being: appear, be, belong, come from, contain, cost, depend, have, need,  seem, own, possess, resemble 
=> of the senses: feel, hear, look, see, smell, sound, taste (=> followed by adjectives)
· describe states, usually used in the simple aspect

· some can be used both in simple and continuous aspect but with a difference in meaning: 

We are having lunch. (  I have a computer. (eat ( posses)

What are you thinking about? ( I think you should... (consider ( believe)

She is looking at us. ( She looks beautiful. (watch ( appear)

She is smelling some roses. (  This soup smells horrible. (activity ( sense)

· can be used in all tenses and aspects
